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 Personalities of Braila

Hariclea Darclée (born Hariclea Haricli; June 10, 1860 in Brăila – January 12, 1939) was a celebrated Romanian operatic soprano. 

A singer of prodigious talent, her repertory ranged from usual soprano roles to heavier Verdi roles, including many in the Franco-Italian lyric repertory. Throughout her career she participated in several world premieres, including originating the title roles in Puccini's Tosca, Mascagni’s, Iris and Catalani's La Wally. On the memory of the well-known soprano, Hariclea Hartulary Darclée, beginning with August 1995, every year the International Canto Festival with her name has been taking place at Braila.
Panait Istrati (August 10, 1884 in Brăila—April 18, 1935) was a Romanian writer of French and Romanian expression, nicknamed The Maxim Gorky of the Balkans.. He is best-known for his novel  Kyra Kyralina (or Chira Chiralina; also translated under the title Kyra My Sister)
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The Memorial House of Panait Istrati was founded with the privillege of the centenary artist Panait Istrati (1884-1935), born in Braila. It is located in a building built at the end of 19th century. His novels describe the world of proletariat, which he had the opportunity to know closely, the wonderful native lands from Braila, Danube Delta, a mixture of races and religions and cities in Europe he had visit throughout life, looking for happiness. Istrati's work, written in French was translated into over 30 languages. The exposition presents to the public manuscripts, personal objects, books with autographs, rare editions, photographs an objects that had been bought by the writers last wife.
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Mihail Sebastian (born Iosif Hechter; October 18, 1907—May 29,1945) was a Romanian playwright, essayist, journalist and novelist. He was attracted to the literary life and the exciting ideas of the new generation of Romanian intellectuals. Sebastian published several novels, including Accidentul ("The Accident") and Oraşul cu salcâmi ("The Acacia Tree City"), heavily influenced by French novelists such as Marcel Proust and Jules Renard. 
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D.P. Perpessicius  was a literary historian and critic, poet, essayist and fiction writer. One of the prominent literary chroniclers of the Romanian inter-war, he stood apart in his generation for having thrown his support behind the modernist and avant-garde currents of Romanian literature.
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Johnny Răducanu (born December 1, 1931 in Brăila) is a Romanian Jazz musician, of Romani ethnicity, whose family has a long musical tradition dating back to the 17th century.He started playing the double bass at the age of 19; however, his instrument of choice is the piano. In 1987 Johnny Răducanu received an honorary membership in the Louis Armstrong Academy in New Orleans. He is the founder of the Romanian Jazz school, and during a musical career spanning over half a century, he discovered and trained several generations of Romanian jazz musicians. Leonard Feather named him Mr. Jazz of Romania. Johnny Răducanu is the President of the Romanian Jazz Federation.

Mina Minovici - forensic scientist, famous for his extensive research 

Born in 1857, he was the founder of the modern medico-legal system, was one of the most prominent personalities in this field of activity in Europe at that time. 

He was the first to expand the concept of the morgue and created the term "legal medicine" as a way of organizing research, teaching and forensic activity.
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Camelia Potec - olympic gold medal winner 


 Borned in 1982, she is a female  swimmer, who won the gold medal in the women's 200 m freestyle final at the 2004 Summer Olympics. She won the Mare Nostrum in 2004. 
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Diana Iuliana Mocanu (born July 19, 1984 in Brăila) is a former Romanian swimmer. She won gold medals in the 100 meter backstroke and the 200 meter backstroke at the 2000 Summer Olympics. She also won in the 200 meter backstroke at the 2001 World Aquatics Championships. 
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Ana Aslan - discovered the legendary anti aging skin treatment 

Borned in 1897, she was a biologist and physician. She founded the gerontology and geriatrics in Romania. In 1952, under her leadership the Geriatric Institute was founded in Bucharest. 
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
